e Respect/Whakaute - for others, self and environment (This will be a focus virtue for all kaupapa.)

Issues and Concerns — We appreciate parents coming and talking to us when they have a concern. It is
best to go to the teacher first if your concern is related to the classroom.

Maths Buddy — Otari Yr 3-8 students have been using the Maths Buddy programme, an online teaching
and learning programme that supports their maths learning. We have been pleased to see the benefits
that Maths Buddy has provided for students, teachers and parents. The benefits to students are:
e Rewinding, fast forwarding and repeating the lesson, as needed
Stopping, reflecting, asking questions and absorbing the content in their own time
Being able to revise and catch up on missed work easily, with the whole of the NZ Mathematics
curriculum (years 1-13) available to them
e Having access to help anytime, anywhere and on any device ie computer, IPad and other tablets
and electronic devices.
For parents, the benefits include being able to:
e Have immediate access to the same information about your child’s progress as the teacher
e Receive weekly reports on your child’s progress
e Be fully involved in the Mathematics education and progress of your child



In order to receive the benefits of the programme the cost will be $25 per student for the entire year.
We are asking parents to support the programme by contributing $14.00. This will give access to the
programme from anywhere, at any time and on any device. We have signed up all Year 3-8 students.
