is an ever present influence on the community of the school. For all of the strands and for the sake of our
akonga it is important that a strong emphasis is placed on the value of on-going learning of te reo
Maori. As the understanding and knowledge grows within our community, so too does a shared
confidence and pride in te reo.

At Otari School learning of te reo Maori is also valued because it is one of two official languages of
Aotearoa. This has particular relevance for our Maori students in the Immersion Strand and for our Maori
students in the Montessori and Original Strands. While acknowledging this special value, we also
recognise the benefits that are gained for all students from learning the indigenous language of the
country of their birth or residency.
